DEFINITIONS

Core Computer Network – The computer network in the Department of Education offices on the 6th floor of the Nebraska State Office Building in Lincoln, excluding Vocational Rehabilitation.

POLICIES

1.  
Functional responsibility for the Nebraska Department of Education core computer network is assigned to NDE Network Services.  For the purposes of this policy, the core computer network includes

· Core computer network servers and related equipment,

· Core computer network operating systems and related software including backup software, virus protection, security software, etc.,

· All connections between the core computer network servers and the communications closets on the sixth floor of the Nebraska State Office Building,

· All core computer network related equipment in the communications closets, including hubs, routers, racks, etc.

· All core computer network connections between the communications closets and individual desktop work stations, and 

· Connections to the Internet.

2. There will be one core computer network in the Nebraska Department of Education with the following exceptions.

· Vocational Rehabilitation (including the Assistive Technology Partnership) and the Disability Determinations Section  

3. NDE Network Services, in cooperation with the Technology Advisory Committee, will develop and carry out a network plan describing current and future core computer network architecture.  The plan will be updated every two years and incorporated into the NDE Technology Plan as part of the biennial budgeting process.

4. The Technology Advisory Committee (TAC) was chartered by the Commissioner of Education to recommend policy on 1) NDE technology standards, 2) acquisition of infrastructure, hardware, and software, 3) technology applications and data base development, and 4) staff training on the use of technology.  The Deputy Commissioner appoints staff for membership on the TAC. 

5. NDE Network Services will coordinate the acquisition of all core computer network equipment, operating systems, and related software.

6. All users of the core computer network, with supervisor approval will be provided a network connection and Internet access.

7. All users of all NDE operated networks, without exception, will adhere to the NDE Acceptable Use Policy (Administrative Memo #708).  

Purpose





The Department’s core computer network is established to provide electronic communications among NDE employees, access to the Internet and other networks, and electronic user access tools and data.  This document specifies the policies including standards for the use and on-going support of NDE networks by NDE staff.
