NIS #6 – THE NEW PAYSTUBS

This series of emails with information about the Nebraska Information System (NIS), beginning with NIS #1, will be posted on Inside NDE for future reference.  NDE's NIS Implementation Team understands that it may feel like information overload (or maybe you're saying "who cares?!?!"), but we have not come up with a better way to inform you about the transition, so please bear with us, ask questions, and hold hands when crossing the street!

Starting with the first pay period of 2003, information on our paystubs will be arranged differently because we'll be paid from the Nebraska Information System (NIS).  Those who are paid bi-weekly will see changes on the checks/stubs they receive on Wednesday, January 8.  Those who are paid monthly will see changes on the January 31 checks.  

A poster called "The New Paystubs" is available through the NIS website and was also included in the last NIS newsletter.  A few copies will be posted on 6th floor as reminders, but it is easier to read and absorb the information if you go to the website.  The website address is http://www.das.state.ne.us/nis/.  Please be sure all NDE employees receive this information.    

Your Deductions and Benefits:  You will receive a memo later this week asking for your assistance in verifying your deductions and benefits prior to payday.  The memo will ask you to check the information on the printed Confirmation Statement that will be attached (such as the insurance coverage you've elected for 2003; 2003 flex spending amounts; retirement; etc.).  Watch for this memo and follow the instructions and the timeline very carefully.  Some of the deductions will not appear on the Confirmation Statement, so you must follow up by checking your actual paystub.
