NIS #7 – January Cutoff for Financial Transactions

The financial component of the Nebraska Information System (NIS) is scheduled to go-live during the first week of February.  To insure that bills, expense documents, and other financial transactions are paid or processed in a timely manner, Central Accounting and Financial Services have established a process similar to that used at the end of a fiscal year.  Financial transaction received in Central Accounting by the close of business on January 24 will be completed prior to the conversion to NIS wherever possible.  Your help with on-line entering of transactions will assure timely processing.    Because converting the financial component is a multi-phase process, bills and invoices received after January 24 may take three weeks or more to process.

We are especially concerned about Intrastate Transaction Documents (ITDs) for distributive expenses such as TSB (leases and rentals), postage, printing/copying, Office Depot, and telephone.  Please make sure those are coded, approved, and submitted to Central Accounting by January 24.
